Prix de la Relève - Caisse de la Culture

The Prix de la Relève - Caisse de la Culture was created by the Conseil des arts de Montréal to reward the work of young artists and professional organizations whose actions are making a significant contribution to emerging artists in their sector. By their initiatives, they are improving the working conditions of emerging artists, either by stimulating the sharing of resources, expertise and knowledge; by supporting the integration of young artists into the workforce; by facilitating their access to information and financial support; and by proposing new organizational models devoted to the creation, production and dissemination of the arts.

This prize, accompanied by a $5,000 bursary offered by the Caisse de la Culture, will be presented each year during a brand new Conseil des arts de Montréal’s event in fall.
The upcoming deadline to submit applications is April 15, 2011. 

Eligibility
The following are eligible: 

· Individual artists and cultural workers
· Artists’ collectives
· Emerging artists’ and cultural workers’ co-ops 
· Service organizations
· Emerging professional organizations working in creation, production and dissemination
· Artists’ groups and Professional associations 
Applicants may be incorporated as co-ops or non-profit organizations (NPOs) and must meet the following criteria: 
· be Canadian citizens or permanent residents of Canada for over a year;

· have their head office or residence on the territory of the Island of Montreal; 

· the artist or artists’ co-op must have no more than 7 years of professional practice; 

· the NPO or co-op must:

· have had its legal status for over a year but less than seven years;
· be composed in majority of artists and cultural workers aged 35 or under;

· have a board of directors composed in majority of Canadian citizens or of permanent residents living in Canada.

Are ineligible: 

· Organizations devoted to teaching, education or professional training 

· Government-mandated public and parapublic organizations and municipal corporations
· For-profit organizations or registered partnerships
An artists’ collective that is composed in majority by the same people working within another artists’ collective or organization cannot submit more than one application. 

An organization or artists’ collective can only submit one application per year.
Deadline/ Application Form
All applicants must complete the online application form, available on the home page of the www.artere.qc.ca website, by midnight, on April 15, 2011 at the very latest.
The application must include:

· the duly completed application form; 

· the résumé(s) of the artist or main members of the collective or the résumé of the directors of the NPO or co-op; 

· the organization’s financial report or financial report of its latest project;
· all other relevant documents: reference letter from an artist or professional organization, press kit, etc. 
The members of the board of directors, evaluation committees and staff of the Conseil des arts de Montréal, as well as the employees of the Caisse de la Culture, are not eligible for this prize for the entire duration of their mandate and for the six months following the end of their mandate.  

Evaluation

Applications will be evaluated by a jury composed of two emerging artists or cultural workers, and two representatives of the Conseil des arts de Montréal.

Evaluation Criteria
· Quality of the initiatives

· Beneficial effects of the initiatives on emerging artists
· Efforts accomplished in view of increasing renown 

· Relevance of the actions and mandate
· Actions beyond the mandate
· Mobilization of the sector
· Recognition from the arts sector and the public

· Quality of management
· Impact on professional integration into the arts

· Contribution to the professionalization of artists
